Past COF’s Chair Everett Cowan and Tim Psomas
were not sure this option would meet the original pur-
pose of the Registry.

The Wacker Drive Reconstruction consisted of the
complete reconstruction of a two-level structure in the
heart of the City of Chicago Business District.

During construction, access was maintained to all
buildings on both the lower and upper levels. More
than 135,000 motor vehicles and 150,000 pedestrians
moved through the construction zone on a daily basis.
The total project cost was $303 million. Started in
June, 2010, it was completed in November, 2013.

Priorities

The ACEC Government Affairs Staff presented an
outstanding briefing on key ACEC legislative issues
during the ACEC Convention.

The briefing covered key priorities/issues for the
ACEC’s Citizen Lobbyists’ in their visits with their
Congressional delegations.

The Citizen Lobbyists were instructed to focus on
three key issues during their Capitol Hill visits: final
passage of the Water Resources Development Act
(WRDA); proposed tax code changes of concern to

engineering firms; and both the near- and long-term
funding crisis affecting the nation’s surface transporta-
tion programs.
